He saw a stone, that just appeared from nowhere and hit
these kingdoms, and the moment it hit the kingdoms, they scattered. The
Bible said they so brokein pieces that they were like the chaff that wind blew
away. No place was found for them. Then the Bible also said this small stone
began to grow and grow, and it didn't just become a mountain and replaced
them where they were, it became a mountain and filled the whole earth.

The kingdom of God is not small, cannot be small! It may begin small but it
never dies small. And beloved, the kingdom of God is revealed in your life. As
most people travel through life, teachers might label them "average,"
family members might limit their dreams, bosses might stifle them. All too
often, people respond by simply settling into a boring, mediocre life. But
that's not the kind of life God wants for anyone. Don't settle forit! If you
refuse to be satisfied by a life of mediocrity, you'll be free to pursue
excellence.

BACKGROUND & THOUGHTS ON THE TEXT— Even the most committed of
God's servants may at times experience discouragement, pessimism, and
a desire to withdraw from their calling. 1 Kings 19 tells the story of how the
mighty Elijah succumbed to human weakness. The story opens with a
reference to the previous chapter where Elijah has bested and killed the
prophets of Baal in the great contest on Mount Carmel. When Jezebel, the
royal patron of the Baal prophets, hears of Elijah's actions she dispatches a
messenger to inform him that she will have his life. He took off! Elijah
believedit was the end of theline. He had everyreasonto believe Jezebel's
threat of death because she had killed the other prophets of the Lord up
until this point.

After he ran far away, he laid down to sleep. An angel comes and tells him
to eat and eat again because the journey was far, according to the angel.
So Elijah ate and drank and then went as he was directed. He goes for 40
days and 40 nights to Horeb, the mount of God. He was completely
restored, empowered and strengthened! He quickly moved from being
weak to being energized! As you journey through the year, you might feel
alone; you might think you are failing. But remember, that God is with you

andforyou.

Philip asked the official if he understood
what he was reading. The man said that he needed some help, and Philip offered
his assistance, and began telling the man about Jesus. This man accepted Christ
that day, was baptized and went home a new man!

A great moment in Philip's life happened because he looked for extraordinary
moments in an ordinary day. One thing that often happens in the flow of daily
life is the loss of expectation and anticipation of the special moments. We fall
into the rut of the ordinary and fail to look for the extraordinary in our ordinary
lives.

POWER

THOUGHT Worship has a way of preparing our hearts to present Him with gifts.

BACKGROUND & THOUGHTS ON THE TEXT— One of the most famous stories in the
Bible is about discernment. After King David died, his son Solomon was anointed and
ascended to the throne. Overwhelmed with the responsibility, when God offered him
anything in the world, his request was simple, “Give your servant therefore an
understanding mind to govern your people, that | may discern between good and evil” (1
Kings 3:9a).

God granted him this wisdom, and much more. He became famous for his wisdom, and
solving problems and addressing disputes became a part of his job. When two women
came to him claiming to be the mother of one baby, it seemed to be a difficult dilemma.
Both had sons, but one child died. Without modern genetic testing, how would he
determine who was the child's rightful mother? At first, it seemed like he suggested
something unthinkable, to cut the child in half. In that instance, the women revealed
theirinner character. God gave Solomon the understanding of human nature to discern
which woman had love in her heart, which had malice, and how to extract the truth. The
baby was given back to his mother. Discernment is a necessity inlife's journey.

APPLICATION— True discernment starts with prayer. Just like Solomon requested
wisdom, the believer should ask the Spirit for guidance and discernment. God smiles on
those who ask for it. “The Lord looks down from heaven on the children of man, to see if

there are any who understand, who seek after

When he was
humble and seeking God, he saw victoryin battle, a flourishing economy, a
growing ministry, and fame. According to the Bible, “His fame spread far
and wide, for he was greatly helped until he became powerful.” In his pride,
Uzziah wanted spiritual authority in addition to his political authority.
