Saul's reign was
for 22 years or more and before He became king, the ark of the Lord was
collected from the sons of Eli. The question s, how did Saul rule over Israel for
this long and it never occurred to him to bring back the ark? What kind of a
heartdid he have?

Many times, we say David did more wrong things than Saul but yet, God loved
and forgave David much more than Saul. Where was Saul's heart? He didn't
care about the ark. From the day he became king, he just wanted royalty. This
is how some believers act. They get what they want and disappear. Little
wonder God called David 'a man after my heart'! The account of David's life
speaks everything about God-first! If the spiritual realm powers your destiny,
you will fanatically put God first.

BACKGROUND & THOUGHTS ON THE TEXT: God's portion is sacred. It carries the
blessing or the curse.

Beloved, there is no season without divine
promise and purpose. “When we refuse the takeaway from any season, we
waste our pain”. There is a reason for the night and there is the blessing of
the night. More so, God's kingdom doesn't permit unending suffering, so
anytime aseasonis extended, a spiritual hand is forwarding it.

Psalms 119:103-105, “How sweet are your words to my taste, sweeter than honey to my mouth. I gain
understanding from your precepts; therefore | hate every wrong path. Your word is a lamp to my feet
and a light for my path.”

BACKGROUND & THOUGHTS ON THE TEXT: This psalm was written by
David. He talks about his observations on the word of God and its
precepts, the usefulness and excellency of it. The Word of God is the most
integral instrument for Christian growth and victory. Until the Word of
God becomes a part and parcel of a Christian's life, it is almost impossible
to experience supernatural dimensions of faith. The manifestation of faith
cannot be separated from the revelation of the Word.

The Word is not a collection of bedtime stories, and neither is it a
compilation of basic commandments for holy living.

The importance you give to God's Word and how much of it
you have internalized, will determine how victorious you will be in the
battles of life. Many Christians in this era are unfortunately addicted to
various things that do not avail them the opportunity to study the Word of
God and receive spiritual illumination. When the Word is in total control of
your spirit, then faith becomes an easy thing to exercise and experience.

On the
contrary, he worked harder than all the other apostles for the gospel's sake,
and he attributed all his ministry success to God's gracein his life.

Christ takes commitment and there are costs that must be considered. He uses an
example of constructing a building because the people could relate with the
significance that planning has in the building process.

But the question that begs to be asked is, where does faith come in if we simply
make every decision a calculated decision? If we have to plan every step, are we
exercising the faith we read about in Hebrews 11:12 The important thing to
understand is that verse one of Hebrews 11 leads into the Hall of Faith, highlighting
the spiritual giants who lived a life of faith. Their hope was placed on greater things -
not of the thingsin this world. Their certainty was founded in the faithfulness of God,
notthe provisions of this world.

Yes, we depend on God to provide for all our needs, but that doesn't mean that we
are exempt from planning ahead.
