. BACKGROUND AND THOUGHTS ON THE TEXT— Today's text is an account of a

- demon-possessed girl who followed Paul around for many days announcing that he
was a servant of God. How do you explain that a demon could be allowed to operate
around Apostle Paul for many days? Well, even today, many in the household of God
are not free despite the finished works of Christ. A good number of God's children
are still bound and under the devil's oppression and manipulation because it's
possible to be a victim of the devil's operations and not realise it. Some of such
people are activelyinvolvedinkingdom service and are unable to sense that they are
bound.

Churchactivities do not automatically connote freedom from the manipulations and
oppressions of the devil. It takes spiritual sensitivity to know that something isn't
right. The faster you become sensitive, the quicker your deliverance. Being
insensitive to spiritual activities and attacks only prolongs suffering. When the
operations of wickedness are at work in a person's life, someone else is benefitting
fromit. However, when you become sensitive to it, you're able to wage appropriate
spiritual warfare against it. You are truly free, not when you become a child of God,
but whenyoubecome aware of and enforce yourliberty in Christ.

APPLICATION— Don't be spiritually ignorant and complacent. Paul could only cast
out the spirit from the girl in today's text because he paid attention and was
discerning. Pay attention and be discerning of the happenings around you. Take
authority, preserve your territory and be consistent in spiritual warfare. Don't
underestimate the craftiness of the devil; if you do, you'll end up deprived of
everything Jesus paid for when He hung on
the cross. Be on the offensive and not Father, thank You for Your word! Let
defensive when it comes to the devil.

~ BACKGROUND AND THOUGHTS ON THE TEXT—Rejection is often rooted in ignorance

. and a poor sense of identity and worth. In the days of Moses' laws, when man sinned, he
was required to go to the priest with an animal which was to be slaughtered and its
blood used to atone for his sins. In this dispensation, we don't need that ritual anymore
because of what Christ has done for us. The power of sin and death has been broken and
sinno longer has dominion over us. So, the questionis, if the Cross is the actual solution,
why are people still in captivity? It is because they are ignorant of what Christ did on the
Cross.

Some people see Jesus as one of the ancient prophets who chose to die out of sympathy
formankind. Others see him as one of the martyrs. They wonder: “How can the death of
one man save the whole world, cleanse the sins of even those who are yet to be born
andreconcilemanback to God?” It doesn't make sense, they would argue, conclude and
reject the pardon God has granted them. Many years ago, a man named George Wilson
was sentenced to death by hanging having committed several murders. However,
people pleaded on his behalf until the US president officially wrote and granted him a
pardon. To everyone's surprise, this forgiven criminal rejected the pardon and opted to
bekilled. And because the pardon couldn'tbeimposed on him, he died.

APPLICATION: Many unbelievers out there are like George Wilson. They choose death
over life. People don't go to hell because of sin but because they refuse to accept Jesus
Christ. Since the death of Jesus, God has not sent anybody to hell. Men choose their
eternal destination when they either accept or reject the pardon. You have been
pardoned by grace.

- BACKGROUND AND THOUGHT ON THE TEXT - God's original plan for man was

~ continual fellowship. Man was meant to be constantly in touch with the Godhead
but he fell to the weakness of his flesh and rebelled against God. The implication
of this actis recorded in Genesis 3:17-19 “Because you have listened to the voice of
your wife and have eaten of the tree of which | commanded you, 'you shall not eat it,’
cursed is the ground because of you; in pain you shall eat of it all the days of your life;
thorns and thistles it shall bring forth for you; and you shall eat the plants of the
field. By the sweat of your face, you shall eat bread, till you return to the ground, for
outof it were taken; for you are dust, and to dust you shall return.”

What was meant to bless and serve man led to his downfall! He lost the benefits
of fellowship as given to him by God and was driven out of the garden. From then,
only a few men ever had the privilege of fellowship and dominion as Adam had
enjoyed. Because of His love for man, God came up with a solution—redemption.
It was God's redemptive plan for Jesus to bear our sins and curse through His
death on the Cross. When this mission was accomplished, we became His
adopted childrenandjoint heirs with Christ (See John 1:12, Romans 8:15-17).

APPLICATION—The power of the cross and our belief in Jesus made us eligible
members of God's family. This means that we have access to whatever God owns.
It means that we share His realities and have taken on His identity. It means that
we are neither strangers nor outcasts.

God intended it to be this way even from
the very beginning as we can ascertain from Genesis 1:27. Isaiah 46:3-4 also clearly
defines this fact as it points out God's promise and intention towards us. It says,
“Listen to me, you descendants of Jacob, all the remnants of the people of Israel,
you whom I have upheld since your birth, and have carried you since you were born.
Even to your old age and grey hairs, | am he, | am he who would sustain you. | have
made you and I will carry you; | will sustain you and I will rescue you.”

The next step is ensuring you are doing something worthwhile concerning your
needs. For instance, there is no such thing as unemployment in God's kingdom.
Benevolence is not a part of the Kingdom prerequisites when it comes to our
sustenance as children of God. Though there's nothing wrong in asking for and
receiving help whenthe need arises, especially in emergencies, it shouldn't be the
laid down pattern for living. By God's covenant promises towards us, we are
entitled to promising, fruitful and fulfilling lives.

- BACKGROUND AND THOUGHTS ON THE TEXT— Al life lived in nonchalance and

~ complacency will always result in victimization. The devil has so little time and
has decided to invest it solely in destructions of all kinds. A lot of people have
lost things that rightly belong to them to the enemy. They have lost touch with
every good thing that the Lord has given to them as aresult of the works of the
enemy. While they slept, the enemy crept in and sowed tares (Matthew 13:24-
28). As much as the enemy did come in, the extent to which he operated was
directly proportional to the time menslept.

When we sleep and slumber through life, the enemy comes in to sow negative
seeds but when we mount formidable opposition to the works of darkness, it
becomes difficult for the enemy to infiltrate our lives. Even if he attacks when
we are asleep, as long as we don't remain asleep, his attempts at hurting us will
fail. Slumber stifles growth and spiritual sensitivity. Slumber sponsors laziness,
nonchalance and spiritual dryness. It takes a lot for a seed to be sown and well
nurtured into maturity in the life of a believer. When negative things begin to
happen as aresult of slumber, sometimes, it's not automatic. It may have been
allowed to gain ground for quite some time and this only tells how long a
person has beenslumbering.

APPLICATION—Do you notice that you've been slumbering? Then it's time to
wake up.

They don't
realize that we now operate by a different set of rules, that Jesus is the way and we
only become righteous when we accept and profess Him as our Lord and Saviour.
Whereas, the righteousness of Moses was obtained by the law, but the
righteousness of Jesus is obtained through faith in Him. We aren't righteous because
we are able. We arerighteous because He made usrighteous. Jesus paid the ultimate
price that neitherthe blood of animals nor the blood of other humans could pay.

It is also a proven
fact that one can easily operate in witchcraft without necessarily engaging the support
of spiritual powers. For instance, a man who sits in an office and hides someone's file is
also awitch oras the case may be, a wizard. He may not need the help of spiritual powers
to hide that file but he can be described as a wizard just for his intention to manipulate
something that belongs to another forevil or selfishreasons.

When the Bible mentioned the wise men from the east, for instance, these men were
not professors or anything of that kind. They were stargazers and astrologers who
found out the destinies of people via the stars. One day, while on their job, they saw a
star that was different and very peculiar. They realized it belonged to a special child who
they didn't have the power to manipulate and decided to go in search of the child. That
Child was Jesus. Many people labour under strange influences which have affected their
families, marriages, homes, relationships, businesses, finances, career and health. But
the good news is, you don't need to spend another minute under that strange influence
orbondage anymore.

Apersonin consistent fellowship with the Holy Ghost is a carrier of His fire. Asmuch as
this fire can purify, it can also consume. To the cook, fire cooks. To the goldsmith, fire
refines. To the silversmith, it purifies. To waste, fire burns. Fire responds to everything
and everyone according to what and who they are. The Holy Spirit set you on fire
when He rested on you. That fire can respond to any situation as occasion demands.
As much as fire is useful to the different categories of people mentioned above, none
of these people will intentionally throw themselves into fire or play around with it.

For instance, some fathers refuse to care for their
offspring but would rather do the needful in the lives of children who have no biological
connection whatsoever with them. When one looks at them, one cannot fathom their
hatred or dislike for their own children or spouse as the case may be. Suchaman could be
under the strange influence of witchcraft. Another manifestation of witchcraft is rising
accusations. Sometimes, accusations leading to deep scandals could pop up out of the
blue, leading to the damaged integrity of its victims. Accusations orchestrated by
witchcraft have destroyed many lives, marriages, ministries and businesses, leaving a
trail of traumatizedinnocent victims.

In Numbers 22-24, Balak, the king of Moab hired Balaam to curse the nation of Israel out
of fear that the Israelites may topple him and invade his territory. In Numbers 22:4 Balak
said to Balaam, “A people has come out of Egypt: they cover the face of the land and have
settled next to me. Now come and put a curse on these people, because they are too
powerful for me. Perhaps then | will be able to defeat them and drive them out of the land.
For I know that whoever you bless is blessed and whoever you curse is cursed.” In Numbers
23:8, Balaam replied Balak saying, “How can | curse those whom God has not cursed? How
can | denounce those whom God has not denounced?” When you are in the Body,
connected to the Church under the covenant of the Cross, no evil can come near you.

. BACKGROUND AND THOUGHTS ON THE TEXT—Ancestral bondages come from
* ancientsinsand strange altars. They runin cycles and similar patterns. Forinstance, in
~a particular family, one might notice a similar pattern of negative occurrences

happening at a particular time or season. Amalek woke up one morning and suddenly
discovered that the nation of Israel had come against them in battle, killing every
living thing in his path. Many generations earlier, when Israel was coming out of
Egypt, Amalek attacked Israel and almost wiped them out. Because of this, Joshua
mobilized his military personnel and fought Amalek while Moses went to the
mountain. When the battle came to an end, God instructed Joshua to raise an altar
and call it Jehovah-Nissi, meaning, God will have war with Amalek throughout their
generations.

So, this generation of Amalekites didn't know where their problem was coming from
but they were, however, eating the leftovers that their ancestors had left behind.
How do we know bondages that are rooted in ancestral inheritance? Firstly, you will
notice that relatives in a particular family have similar experiences of a particular
bondage. Secondly, these experiences usually run in cycles and occur in particular
seasons.

APPLICATION: In as much as the ones experiencing the bondage may not have had a
handin committing the sin, the first step to breaking ancestral bondages is repenting
from the sins committed by forefathers. In the course of prayer and repentance, it is
most likely that the Lord will reveal the actual cause of the bondage: truthfully, one
cannot see beyond his generation but if the Lord continues to reveal something that

; BACKCROUND AND THOUGHTS ON THE TEXT—Spiritual resistance is the

. easiest symptom to look out for when detecting if something has gone wrong.
Spiritual resistance points to the existence of bondages. There are three kinds of
people who experience bondages: those who are born into them, those who do
things that cause them to be bound and those who suffer because of the curses
and yokes that have been placed over them by others. At salvation, we are
positionally free but it takes a conscious effort and a level of spiritual violence to
overcome spiritual resistance because the devil does not respectanylaw.

So, how canyourecognize spiritual resistance? When you know you love God but
do not find joy in the things of God anymore, there might be spiritual resistance.
When living for God has become a challenge, you may have to fight a resistance.
For instance, when praying, fasting, studying the Word, giving and worshipping
the Lord has suddenly become strenuous, then, something is wrong with you.
Other more serious symptoms are compulsive behaviour and bad habits you find
difficult to break, negative visitations through dreams and spiritual attacks,
satanic oppressions, strange infirmities and sicknesses that have no diagnosis or
hope fora cure, continual disfavour and rejection everywhere you go, and so on.

APPLICATION: Satanic resistance is real. When you sense that you are spiritually
bound, start to regain your freedom by enforcing what Christ purchased for you
at Calvary. Exercise your spiritual authority over sin, sickness and satanic
oppressions. Destroy the roots of shame and suffering caused by the negative

- BACKGROUND AND THOUGHTS ON THE TEXT—Contamination is real.
~ Contamination happens when a negative influence impacts the positive or
original makeup of someone or something. Some time ago, a pastor came to me
and knelt by my car asking me to help him. After asking him what happened, he
narrated to me how he had accompanied someone to visit a prophet. To his
surprise, when they got there, the prophet turned to him instead and said he had
seen something that was about to happen that would take him to the next level.
Before he realized what was happening, the prophet poured oil on him and laid
hands on his head. Because of that unprecedented action, helost his spiritual sight

and everything he had built up over the yearsin his ministry.

The first step to handling spiritual contamination is learning how to identify the
red flags, or rather, the warning signs. When you suddenly sense darkness around
you or an uneasiness you can't explain, watch it. When you are in a place oramong
certain persons you sense are carrying a contrary aura, do everything in your
power to avoid contact with such a place or people. Other warning signs that
indicate that you have been contaminated or are among persons that could
contaminate you are the occurrences of strange attacks and strange dreams.

APPLICATION: One of the gifts of the Holy Spirit is the gift of discernment.
Discernment is the first key to handling spiritual contamination. It doesn't matter
the depth orthe avenue through which the contamination came orhow long it has
persisted; as long as you can discern, you can deal with spiritual contamination
before or even after it happens. Start by learning to separate yourself from
spiritual contamination through personal

'knowing' part of Christianity, and have left the 'doing' part in the hands of their
pastors. They come to church but learn and practise nothing. Rather than
applying what they sometimes learn, they prefer to patiently wait for the
prophecies and prayers of their pastors. Just like a man walking with a torch in
darkness and deciding not to use it, they fall, get injured, and go about
complaining that they are injured. The question is, what did they expect? The
sons of Sceva are an example of such people (Acts 19:14-17).

APPLICATION— Be Intentional about your spirituality. Do what you are taught in
church, and learn to apply biblical principles. This is the only way to thrive in this
kingdom. Being casual about your walk with God is a one-way ticket to being a
casualtyinlife. Sad as it may seem, nobody whoisn't in direct touch with God gets
the best out of Christianity.
