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During King David's reign, the tabernacle (the movable tent) that Moses 

had made was erected at the high place in Gibeon. This tabernacle 

represented the presence of God among the people. 

At one particular time when David sinned, he needed a more immediate 

and convenient altar, so God sent him to Ornan and told David to build on 

Ornan's threshing floor. 1 Chronicles 21:26 says, “And David built there an 

altar to the LORD, and offered burnt offerings and peace offerings, and 

called on the LORD; and He answered him from heaven by fire on the altar 

of burnt offering.” 

Thanks to Jesus, the sacrificial system is out, the need to go through 

Levitical priests to get to God is out, and the need to stand before a 

particular altar whenever you pray is out. However, even though all those 

things are no more, the spirit of each part of David's worship is still 

necessary today.

You see, your body is now the temple. 1st Corinthians 6:19 says, "Or do you 

not know that your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit...?" 

It is your responsibility to build an altar to the Lord in your heart, maintain it, 

and visit it frequently! Receive grace!

Open your Bible and prepare to find the power of His presence as Pastor

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BACKGROUND AND THOUGHTS ON THE TEXT: Attitude is the mindset that affects 
how we think, feel and behave. Our attitude impacts our lives greatly including the 
lives of the people around us; positively or negatively. A positive attitude exudes 
optimism, hope and confidence, while a negative attitude is characterized majorly 
by pessimism, doubt and fear. I have discovered that people with a positive 
attitude, tend to be more resilient, self-motivated and successful while those with 
a negative attitude, tend to focus more on problems, blame others for their 
challenges and spread negativism. 

Life would make more meaning once we are able to understand the various 
reasons people are tended more towards a negative attitude.  Our understanding, 
also positions us as a source of encouragement to them. So, what are the causes of 
a wrong attitude? They are stress and anxiety, lack of self-care or self-awareness, 
past traumas and a sense of failure caused by disappointments. These are often 
displayed in outbursts of anger; fear, low self-esteem, shame and sadness are also 
characteristics of a negative attitude. Fortunately, a negative attitude can be 
changed by practicing gratitude and positivity, focusing on solutions, surrounding 
yourself with positive people, caring for your physical and mental health, learning 
from past failures and setting realistic goals.  

APPLICATION: King Solomon wrote in the book of Proverbs 3:3-5 (NIV) “Let love 
and faithfulness never leave you; bind them around your neck, write them on the 
tablet of your heart. Then you will win favor and a good name in the sight of God and 
man. Trust in the Lord with all your heart and lean not on your own understanding;” 
Because of rooted emotions that may have rendered us emotionally incapacitated, 

sometimes it is difficult to help ourselves. But 
the good news is that God can. Trust God with 
all our heart. Jesus holds the key to the 
painful issues of your heart. He will help you 
to encounter a turn around. If you desire to 
live with a positive attitude, God will endow 
you with the grace to choose how to think, 
feel and behave.

This 
was what God meant when David said, “Thou prepares a table before me…” The 
juiciest part of that promise, is the fact that God has promised to set the table in 
the presence of our enemies. The question is, whose responsibility is it to position 
the table before God deems it appropriate to set it? No other person than you and 
I. When the table is not available or appropriately positioned, God will not set it.   

APPLICATION: Where and how you sit matters. God is set to do something grand 
in your life but you need to position yourself away from the negativism around you 
by having a positive attitude. Your beginning might be small but your latter end, 
God has promised, shall be great. It is not about where you are coming from but 
where you are going to. Jesus began His journey to greatness from the manger but 
He become the King of kings and today, He is 
seated at the right hand side of the Father. A 
negative attitude has the potential to cut 
short your progress.  Whatever your 
struggles, do everything in your power to 
conquer them by speaking and acting better 
than you feel. Keep your eyes on God's grace 
and vision for your life.

1Samuel 25, describes 
a certain man Nabal, who was very wealthy in flocks of sheep and goats. While 
David was in the wilderness, he heard that Nabal was shearing his sheep and kindly 
requested from Nabal, anything he could spare for he and his men but Nabal 
instead, replied David's men harshly and insulted David. The Bible ascertains that 
prior to this time, during which David and his men sojourned in the wilderness, they 
ensured that nothing belonging to Nabal was taken or stolen. When David received 
Nabal's harsh reply, he instructed his men to strap on their swords for a showdown. 

Fortunately, before David got to Nabal, Abigail, Nabal's wife whom the Bible 
describes as a beautiful and very intelligent woman, had swiftly organized more 
than enough supplies and had taken it to David and his men. That singular act 
averted an imminent disaster. The Hebrew translation for the name “Nabal” means 
fool. Nabal, for whatever reason, had acted out of an attitude of sheer conceit and 
of course, stupidity. When Abigail arrived home, Nabal had organized a banquet like 
that of a king and was in high spirits and very drunk. By the following morning when 
he was sober, he learnt from his wife what she had done and went into shock. The 
Bible says his heart failed him and he died. What a pointless loss! 

APPLICATION: You are meant to advance and become great. You have been 
empowered with the dominion mandate to rise out mediocrity and encounter 
greatness, but you need to understand that your chances at destiny will be limited 
until you learn to face life with a positive attitude especially when you are going 

through tough times. Positive attitude 
attracts positive people who facilitate the 
manifestation of positive circumstances. 
These positive circumstances set the stage 
for the opportunities you need to take your 
place at the King's table. Attitude makes! 
Attitude also destroys! You are the light of 
the world. Let your light so shine that men 
would glorify God because of you.

If you are tuned to the right 
spiritual frequency, your life will turn out right, but if you are not, the 
reverse will be the case. Being tuned to the right frequency means being 
connected to the right spiritual source which is no other than Jesus. Have 
you ever tried listening to a communication device like a radio for instance, 
and you discovered that there were incoherent sound disruptions that 
prevented you from having a clear reception until you tuned to the right 
frequency? This is exactly how life is. Whatever spiritual frequency you are 
tuned to, either boosts or waters down on your relationship with God.  
Tuning to the right spiritual frequency means aligning yourself 
wholeheartedly to God's patterns and precepts. It is being a hundred 
percent kingdom-minded person without any reservations or interruptions 
from other alternate spiritual beliefs. Life can get overwhelming 
sometimes to the point where one might be tempted to give up on his 
pursuit of God. But when you are tuned to Jesus, grace reveals itself in 
marvelous ways that empowers you to handle whatever life brings. When 
grace is absent, your flesh takes the fore-front which affects you negatively. 
Grace makes your attitude to come alive in positive ways that pleases and 
glorifies the Lord. 
APPLICATION:  How do you stay tuned to the right frequency?
· Disallow any affiliation with alternate 

spiritual practices. Stay tuned to 
Jesus only.

· Be an ardent student of God's word.

BACKGROUND AND THOUGHTS ON THE TEXT: People display negative attitudes for a 
number of reasons. For instance, in Jonah 1, the Lord instructed Jonah to go to the city of 
Nineveh to announce an impending judgment that would come upon them because of 
their wickedness. But Jonah instead, went in the opposite direction to get away from the 
Lord. In course of his presumed escape on a ship headed for Tarshish, a violent storm 
arose that hurled destructive waves against the ship. In their effort to make the ship 
lighter to prevent casualties, the sailors were forced to throw their cargo overboard. But 
when they discovered that Jonah was the reason for their problem, at Jonah's request, 
they also threw him overboard. In the belly of the great whale that eventually swallowed 
him, Jonah prayed; “.…But I will offer sacrifices to you with songs of praise, and I will fulfil 
all my vows. For my salvation comes from the Lord.” 

When we take into cognizance the story of Jonah, most times, we do not seem to care 
about the reason Jonah ran away from God. The people of Nineveh where known for 
their treacherous wickedness. Biblical history affirms that the people of Nineveh usually 
meted out punishment against defaulters of certain rules through extreme torture. 
Jonah feared that if he ventured into the city of Nineveh uninvited, it was most likely that 
he was going to be skinned alive and hung in the sun to die. That was the punishment 
that was usually meted out against people who strayed or ventured into Nineveh 
uninvited. Jonah displayed an attitude of extreme fear which may have culminated into 
resentment against God. He doubted the awesomeness of God who had the power to 
defend him on his assignment. Thankfully, God proved Himself in Jonah's life. 

APPLICATION: When a man goes with grace, he overcomes obstacles. Grace will 
empower and position you to accomplish excellent results in every area of your life. 
Grace strengthens, grace heals and grace inspires! In other words, grace releases

· Favour is the mystery behind mysterious liftings.

· When favour is involved, one's history does not really matter.

· People with the oil of favour pass through life without struggling.

APPLICATION: If you want to enjoy favour, be a person of gratitude. When you 
are thankful, God, as well as man, is moved to do more for you. In Gateway 
International Church, we have a mantra that says, “When you say thank you, God 
says take more.” I encourage you to testify about the good things God does for 
you. Be thankful also for the things others do for you. Even the hardest heart can

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BACKGROUND AND THOUGHTS ON THE TEXT: Favour can break mysteries 
and take away embargoes. An embargo is a siege over a man's life that 
restricts him from going beyond a certain point. And when a man finds 
favour, it pushes him beyond the limits created by his embargoes. Some 
people suffer under the yoke of disfavour not because the enemy is at work 
but because they do not have an excellent spirit. An excellent spirited person, 
is one who possesses a positive, resilient and uplifting attitude that shines 
through in his words, actions and interactions with others. People with an 
excellent spirit tend to inspire and motivate those around them. 

I believe strongly that God found favour with Noah not only because he was 
righteous but because he had an excellent spirit. One of the striking features 
of an excellent minded person, is his ability to go the extra-mile or add a touch 
of finesse to whatever he does. When God instructed Noah to build the ark, 
Noah did not just build the ark; he built it to precision. He also obeyed fully, 
every instruction God gave regarding the kinds and number of animals He 
wanted in the ark. Verse 22 of Genesis 6 says, (NLT) “So Noah did everything 
exactly as God had commanded him.” Verse 5 of Genesis 7 (NLT) also says, “So 
Noah did everything as the Lord commanded him.”  

APPLICATION: When you refuse to walk with the attitude of an excellent 
spirit, favour will not come to you. The characteristics of an excellent spirit 
are, cheerfulness, faithfulness and productiveness. If you see a man with an 
excellent spirit, you will see these 
attributes. Anyone who does things 
excellently, will find his place at the king's 
table. Diligence brings men before kings. 
I want you to begin to behave in a manner 
that attracts favour. Just like Noah, be an 
excellent person in every area of your 
life.

Our sub-consciousness is programmed sub-consciously by our personal 
experiences, beliefs, background and information we access through the course of 
life. The word 'sub' is attached to that part of our consciousness primarily because 
we are not entirely conscious of it. Through determination though, and hard-work, 
our-sub-consciousness can be re-conditioned. Why is this so important? It is because 
to a very large extent, our sub-consciousness determines how we eventually turn 
out in life. 

Before favour can manifest in your life, there is a part of you that must desire, 
appreciate and welcome it before it actually manifests. You need to have a strong 
conviction that you deserve it. Is there something deep inside of you that often tells 
you that you are not qualified for favour or that you do not deserve it? That is your 
sub-consciousness clouding your thinking. Please deal with it! You need to have a 
mindset that tells you that you deserve good things. If you are convinced that you 
deserve good things, even the ones you do not deserve will manifest in your life. The 
mind is so powerful that it determines to a very largely extent, what we experience 
in life. People who believe they should enjoy favour, enjoy favour. This is how our 
thought pattern or belief system works. What you think about yourself in your heart 
becomes your reality; good or bad. 

APPLICATION: The way you think determines what becomes of you eventually. If 
you think disfavour, you will reap disfavour, but if you believe you deserve favour,

If someone is not bringing you a blessing, he 
is certainly bringing you a lesson. Every time God wants to help a man, He sends a man; 
and every time Satan wants to bring a man down, he equally sends a man. We know 
that anytime God sends a man into our lives, He does it for the purpose of 
accomplishing something good for us, but when Satan is sending a man he is doing it 
for negative reasons.

In course of relating with one another, quite a number of people have become 
severely traumatized to the point of losing their faith in humanity. Some have 
resolved never to love or trust again; others have vowed never to show kindness 
again. But there are others, who after series of hurts and disappointments, still 
continue to forge ahead relationally in spite of the emotional injuries they have 
sustained. The difference between an individual who builds a wall around himself and 
the one who refuses to, is simply the outcome of their different perspectives. 
Humanity, in the true context of the word, is an embodiment of imperfections but we 
would be fooling ourselves if we think we can do without one another.      

APPLICATION: The truth about the problems we often face relationally, is tied 
primarily to our perspective, not essentially about how people behave or what they 
do. If you do not want to be caught in the depths of emotional stress every now and 
then, there are certain attitudes you must inculcate into your life that will help you 
stand out relationally. 1) Decide to be open-minded: Open-minded people enjoy life 
more than the critical and inflexible people. 2) You must refuse the negativism in 
other people: Instead, take a cue from their good qualities and apply those good 
qualities to your life. 3) Choose to remain 
worthy even if the quality of your life does not 
portray worthiness. i.e. live in a manner that 
commands the respect of others no matter 
how bad your situation might be. Then you 
will sit at the king's table and enjoy favour.

We live in a 
world where there is ranking and aggressive competition even in the Christian circle, 
and people are often filled with a satanic determination to run one another down in 
an effort to prove their own worthiness regardless of who gets hurt in the process.  

In spite of the need to place value on relationship or carve a niche at whatever level 
of life you find yourself, it is wrong and ungodly to let anyone trample on your dignity 
as a human being. A lot of people have destroyed themselves because they allowed 
the negative tendencies of others creep into their lives because they wanted to be 
accepted. Self-worth means accepting, respecting and treating yourself with 
kindness and understanding. When the Pharisees tried to make Jesus feel guilty for 
dining with sinners and tax-collectors, Jesus said, “They that be whole need not a 
physician, but they that are sick.” Another version says, “It is not the healthy who need 
a doctor, but the sick.” Jesus did not need anybody to validate His life or ministry. 

APPLICATION: Constantly seeking validation from others can lead you to a mental-
breakdown. When you add value to yourself as a person, it will boost your 
confidence and it will give you the resilience to handle life's challenges. It will help 
you set healthy boundaries, communicate effectively and attract the right 
relationships. And more importantly, it will keep you from anxiety and stress. People 
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will treat you with more respect when they 
see that you love and respect yourself and 
when they can connote that you are not a 
push-around. Jesus was not a push-around. 
So, why should you, created in His image and 
likeness be any different? The off-spring of an 
eagle is an eagle, not a chicken.

When you refuse to practice self-worth; when 
you refuse to face the truth about the exploitation of others, you not only place 
yourself at a disadvantaged position, you would also force others into a 
disadvantaged position especially those looking up to you. A lot of people practice 
self-denial. When they see evil, they excuse it because they are afraid of being 
unaccepted or terrified of being victimized for standing for the truth. Wickedness 
lies in the heart of many men because that is what they are naturally tended to. So, 
do not expect people to treat you nicely because you are good or because you are a 
Christian. Until you take a stand for yourself, abuse meted out against you may 
never stop.  

For any man to be truly free, he must be delivered first, from the devil, from himself 
and from other people. He must be delivered from accusers, from opposers and 
from oppressors. Accusers are people whose tongues can set the course of one's 
destiny on fire through lies, slander and accusations. Opposers are those who do 
everything to prevent someone from rising or advancing forward. And oppressors 
are those who work hard to inflict pain on their victims through diverse forms of 
manipulation with the intention of keeping them within a certain proximity. 

APPLICATION: One of the important perspectives you should have is seeing people 
for who they really are. Acknowledge the truth no matter how close the person 
who is inflicting it is to you. Stop evil by stopping the attack on your person even if 
what accuses, opposes or oppresses you was triggered by your own carelessness. 
God's plan for you is to become outstanding in life, not to be an object of disdain or 
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r i d i c u l e .  G o d ' s  w o r d  f o r  t o d a y  i s 
encouraging you to end the evil of those 
who are wicked. Walk away if you must but 
put a stop to it. Take a bold stand and defend 
yourself or else, you will not go beyond a 
certain point in life. Do not deny the truth. 
Do not turn your back on the truth and have 
your life and destiny destroyed. You have 
just one life to live.

At the fifth time, one of Sanballat's servants came to 
Nehemiah with an open letter, stating that there was a rumor among the 
surrounding nations that the reason Nehemiah was trying to rebuild the walls of 
Jerusalem was because he and the Jews were planning to rebel against the king. 
Thankfully, Nehemiah understood it was a plot to intimidate him in order to stop the 
completion of the wall. What if God was not on his side? A false rumor might have 
ignited a war.

It's not just in some of us; it's in 
everyone. And as we let our light shine, we unconsciously give other people, 
permission to do the same. As we are liberated from our fears, our presence 
automatically liberates others.” 

APPLICATION: The reason people refuse to launch beyond their comfort zone is 
because of fear. The power of the afflictor lies in the ignorance of the afflicted. 
Satan may have afflicted your mind with thoughts of failure; both past and future 
and maybe you believe that you cannot go beyond a certain point: That is the 
afflictor feeding on your ignorance. God's looks beyond your human 

imposs ib i l i t ies  to  His  supernatura l 
possibilities. It is not majorly about what 
you can accomplish on your own but what 
God wants to accomplish with you through 
His supernatural power. Many times, God 
never reveals what transpires between the 
dream and its fulfilment, but be confident, 
knowing that He is able to make the 
impossible, possible in your life.

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BACKGROUND AND THOUGHTS ON THE TEXT: Inability to deliver the demands of 
life is a sign that you are either not physically or mentally or emotionally or 
spiritually fit. Anytime you are not fit, it means there is a problem. For instance, 
constant fatigue is a sign that you are not physically fit, and a sign that you need 
urgent medical attention. There are rules for destiny fitness and it is also very 
important that you begin to think about your future and the consequences of your 
bad health habits that are likely to compromise your future, especially the 
fulfilment of God's purpose for your life.  

Do you realize that most of the health problems we suffer later in life, are the result 
of the unhealthy habits we indulged in? Quite unfortunately, a lot of health 
challenges for instance, show up in our prime when we should be enjoying the fruits 
of our labour. Most times, sicknesses do not show up because of old age; they show 
up mainly because of we refused to take care of for our bodies in our youth. For 
example, if you drink 75cl (centiliter) of Coca-Cola every day perhaps during lunch 
time, it means that at the end of 365 days, you would have consumed 27, 375L of 
Coca-Cola and consumed 4,745 cubes of sugar at 13 cubes per bottle. That's 
dangerous!    

APPLICATION: When you examine your bad habits, consider the long-term 
implications and be totally honest with yourself. Is it possible that your life could be 
at stake right now because of the bad health habits you have indulged in for most 
part of your life? Is it also possible that the negative emotions you have bottled up 
for so long could be eating at your heart, lungs, kidneys and other parts of your 
body? Medical science has proven that people who are quick to burst out in anger, 

are more prone to high blood pressure. 
More than two-thirds of cancer related 
issues are triggered by deadly emotions 
including depression. What is important 
now, is making a decision about the specific 
life-changing actions you need to take and 
begin to implement them as quickly as 
possible. Nothing will change until you do.
